· After a successful career as a scientist (more than 100 publications in scientific journals and more than 50 issued patents), I am re-creating myself as an artist. I have had a life-long interest in photography. I decided to do an experiment in perception combining the art of digital photography with the technology challenge of making very large prints by a hand transfer process. The process is thermal transfer on to fabric. Each work is a scientific experiment in perception.

Works

· I create large scale images from a matrix of smaller images. From the nature of the medium, the final print is made up of a mosaic with imperfections in transfer and localization. The experiment is a success in that the brain re-assembles the matrix into a coherent whole picture, just as the brain assembles a conventional digital photograph from its constituent pixels.
